HEDIS® Measurement Year 2024 

Measure description: The percentage of members 18 - 75 years of age (December 31 of 
the measurement year) with diabetes (types 1 and 2) who had a retinal eye exam. Patients 
with positive retinopathy a retinal or dilated eye exam must be performed annually, and 
every two years for patients without evidence of retinopathy.

Strategies for improvement 

• Educate diabetic patients about the 
importance of regular eye exams in 
preventing vision loss and detecting 
diabetic retinopathy early. 

• Use patient-friendly materials (brochures, 
videos) to explain the risks of diabetic eye 
diseases 

• Implement reminder systems using phone 
calls, text, or emails to notify patients 
when they are due for eye exams. 

• Utilize electronic health record (EHR) 
alerts to remind the providers to discuss 
eye exams during patient visits.
