Strategies for improvement

¢ Incorporate a sexual history into the History and Physical.

e Screen all sexually active women for chlamydia through age 25.

e Educate members about sexually transmitted diseases, include signs, symptoms, and treatment.

e Educate members about safe sex and abstinence.

e Document all screenings in the medical record, including follow-ups, results, and abnormal findings.
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
